0 Open the cover of the access point.

9 Connect the Ethernet cable to the 8pin terminal strip
with the order below (from top to bottom)

White/Orange-> Orange-> White/Green-> Blue->
White/Blue-> Green-> White/Brown-> Brown
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9 Install the access point in to 86mm wall socket and
tighten with screws.
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9 Put on the cover back and finish installation.

You can simply connect to a RJ45 cable to the WAN port
of the device instead of connecting with the terminal strips.
